The most extensible open-source RDBMS, due to its open-relational paradigm.  Supported by PgSQL Inc and Red Hat (under the trade name Red Hat Database).  Used for applications requiring full ACID database properties.

PostGIS

An extension to the PostgreSQL RDBMS which provides OpenGIS Simple Features for SQL (SFSQL) GIS objects, spatial indexes, coordinate re-projection support, and partial support of the OpenGIS SFSQL functions.

GeoServer

GeoServer project is a Java (J2EE) implementation of the OpenGIS Consortium's Web Feature Server specification. It is free software, available under the GPL license. Users who would like to access their geographic data over the Internet using flexible, industry-approved standards should take a look at GeoServer.

An open-source internet mapping server.  Among other things, Mapserver supports the use of PostGIS as a datasource, providing a web-based means of visualizing spatial data stored in PostGIS / PostgreSQL.
